Removing From The Box

Please keep all packaging materials. This helps in the
event that you need to refurn the unit for whatever rea-
son.

TEAM LIFT: Make sure to have at least two people to lift
and move the unit.

Do not lift from the head rest or foot rest areas.

For this unit, it is best to lift with one hand on the metal
where the arm rest connects to the unit (1) and another
hand where the hand remote goes (2). Do not grab the
metal hook that the hand remote hooks onto.

Lift the unit with your partner and walk it out of the box.

We recommend setting the unit on a furniture dolly or pallet
jack when and where it is practical to use one. Otherwise,
you can carry the unit to your desired location.
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Installation

Please keep the all packaging until you test all the functions.
Place the unit in the desired location in your space. Attach the arm
rests, head rest, and any other accessories.

Ensure the ground below the bed is lat and not wet or slippery.
If the bed wobbles on your floor, adjust the leveling feet (photo
below) by spinning them to raise or lower them. The foot that the
clears the floor when you rock the table is the one that will need
adjustment.

Once you have extended one of the feet o fix the wobbling, if
your feet have and adjustable nut like in the photos below, you
can spin the nut up until it reaches the metal of the base.
